	1. Discussion of Technology Restrictions
Discussion around whether or not to restrict apps/internet for students. Currently “unrestricted.” 
	Discussion regarding email sent to board in Dec 2014 from another school district referencing SAT scores and the impact technology has on those. We need to revisit the topic of restrictions. Currently a “restriction free” district. Teachers need to manage devices better. Ipads are different technology (as opposed to laptops), and needs different management. Current state of affairs is that every building administrator has been offered reports regarding apps that students have downloaded. Loren and Carol not in favor of restricting access. Need to be teaching ethical use of ipads and internet in general. And consequences for not using appropriately. 

	2. Migration of Student Information System

	We bought power school. Migrating from IC and jumprope to Power School. Power School was less expensive than jumprope. Power School will eliminate needless data entry. Joseph Knight is already certified in Power School. Migrating to Power School is a very big move, as much as when we consolidated districts. Would prefer to have training in August, as opposed June, as teachers are less like to remember over the summer and tech department wont be ready for training in June. Everyone will receive the same report card. Portal in Power School is much easier than IC. Will need to do parent training also. Big summer project. Power school will integrate with more programs than IC.
